Tournament management reserves the right to modify, combine, or cancel events, limit total participants or total entries by
event. If event is cancelled the fees for this event will be refunded.

All USATT regulations apply. Only USATT approved equipment will be used. 12 black Killerspin MyT10 Club Pro will be used for
tournament play. 2 navy blue Stiga Prestige tables will be available for warm up. 40 mm white 3-star JOOLA plastic balls.

USATT Dress Code applies. The main body of the shirts, shorts and skirts must be significantly different than the color of
the ball (white). No white shirts, shorts and skirts allowed.

All matches are best 3 out of 5 games to 11 points.

The most recent available ratings will be used for seeding the events.

No prizes will be awarded for splits, defaults and no-shows. Default time is event start time.
Players must register at the desk no later than 30 minutes before the starting time of their event.
Gym will be open for practice from 8 am. Pre-match warm-up will be limited to 2 minutes.

All events will be round robin in groups of 8 players.

Unrated players will be given an estimated rating based on a recommendation by a coach who knows the player or by visual
evaluation of the player by a coach, whenever possible. Unrated players may not win prizes or trophies except for top division
(1st — 8th seed).

Withdrawals up through April 11th, 2015 will be eligible for full refunds. After that date refunds will only be issued if there is
someone on the waiting list who fills vacated spot.
